	Lesson 1: I Do (Model/All teacher)

	Checking for Understanding throughout the “I Do”
· How will we explain the strategy/skill?
· Explain to students that sometimes they will be asked to write without much time for research and preparations. Sometimes they will not be able to spend several weeks going through the writing process, but will need to complete the writing process in one sitting.

· Review the writing process.
· How will we provide a model of the strategy or skill for the students?  
· Using the prompt “Something Green,” the teacher will model breaking down the prompt, underlining key words, understanding the task, and responding to the task by writing clearly.
· How will I/we show our thinking in action?  
· Teacher will model using think aloud strategy. She will walk the students through each step of unpacking, and responding by modeling exactly what is expected from writing clearly, staying on topic, opening, closing, using transition words, and completing a nonnegotiable check.
· What will be the key points of our think aloud?
· Read aloud prompt

· Think about key words

· Think about what the prompt is asking me to do

· Think about what the prompt is asking me to include 

· Brainstorming a topic (something green)

· Brainstorming facts

· Brainstorming specific information needed based on prompt

· Drafting a response

· Drafting opening

· Using temporal words

· Drafting closing

· Nonnegotiable checklist

· Prompt Response Assessment (think through self-assessment of meeting the requirements of the prompt)


	Lesson 2: We Do (Whole Group)

	Checking for Understanding throughout the “We Do”

· How will we practice the strategy with students? (Ex: completing a shared reading, reasoning through the text and co-constructing meaning through discussion.)
· Complete shared unpacking and response

· Create an anchor chart with requirements for unpacking

· Create an anchor chart with informational writing requirements


	Lesson 3: We Do (Collab Pairs/Small Groups)

	Checking for Understanding throughout the “We Do”

Organize students in mixed ability groups (one ability level difference)

Have students complete the practice while providing scaffolding as needed.
Refer back to anchor charts and reference lesson 1 think aloud.

	You Do (Independent work/students working with 98% independency)

	· What will the students do to practice and apply the strategy or skill?
· Complete Prompt Independently: Something round
· How will this demonstrate the students’ understanding of the concept?
· Assess using second grade writing rubric
